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Resum: El senglar s"ha convertit en una de les beésties més conflictives de la
nostra fauna a causa de la seva espectacular expansid i dels problemes que
causa per danys a conreus i pastures, accidents a les carreteres o incursions
en zones urbanes. Animals gregaris, prolifics, amb gran capacitat d'apre-
nentatge i adaptables a tota mena de condicions, han assolit densitats molt
altes i estan perdent la por als humans. Lespecie, en altre temps feréstegai
exclusivament boscana, ara s'estableix també a les planes conreades i fins i
tot als espais verds urbans. Sense predadors naturals, el control poblacional
es troba en mans de |a caca, fortament arrelada a la comarca, que compta
una vintena de colles de cagadors de senglar. Tot i aixd el creixernent no
s'atura i ens cal afrontar el repte de repensar la seva gestid establint alian-
ces entre els diferents col-lectius implicats.
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Abstract: The wild boar has becorme one of the most problematic species
of our wildlife due to their vast expansion and the problems caused by da-
mage to crops and pastures, road accidents involving wild boars and them
entering urban areas. Gregarious and prolific creatures, with a great learning
capacity and the ability to adapt to all conditions, the species has reached
very high densities and they are losing their fear of humans. Considered a
typical forest wild animal, the species is now colonising flat cropland areas
and even urban green spaces. With no natural predators the population is
controlled by hunting, a traditional activity in the region where about twenty
hunting groups operate. Nevertheless the population of wild boars is still on
the increase and we must face the challenge of rethinking how to manage
this, establishing alliances with the different stakeholders involved.
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
